Psalm 108:1-5

My heart 1s steadfast, O God!
I will sing and make melody with all my being!
Awake, O harp and Ilyre!
I will awake the dawn!
I will give thanks to you, O LORD,
among the peoples;
1 will sing praises to you among the nations.

For your steadfast love 1s great

above the heavens;
your faithfulness reaches to the clouds.

Be exalted, O God, above the heavens!
Let your glory be over all the earth!

We may usefully select passages from different psalms, as here,
Psa_57:1-11 and Psa_60:1-12, to help our devotions, and enliven
our gratitude.

Every gift of the
Lord honours and profits the possessor, as it 1s employed in God's
service and to his glory. Believers may pray with assured faith and
hope, for all the blessings of salvation; which are secured to them
by the faithful promise and covenant of God.

Whatever we do, whatever we gain, God must have all the glory.
